Completing form N150 (Orange Allocation Questionnaire)

These are suggested answers to be used when completing the ORANGE Allocation Questionnaire form.  In providing these answers we have assumed that you do not want to attempt any further settlement discussions with RTA and that you are intending to dispute the whole claim.

The court should have completed the top part of the form for you.  This would be your name (on the left) and then the court and claim details (on the right).

Read the notes on page 6 of the form before completing.

If you are only sending your form to the court then tick No to the “Have you sent a copy of this completed form to the other parties” question at the top.

Section A - Settlement

Ignore the question that says For legal representatives only

In the section marked For all

Question 1 – Answer NO

Question 2 – Answer NO

Question 3 – Answer NO

Question 4 – “Settlement has already been attempted and has resulted in court proceedings”

Section B – Location of Trial

If the case is being managed by the court closest to you then answer NO.

If  the case is being managed by another court then answer YES and enter the following in the large box:-

“I am the defendant and an individual person.  ??????? Court is not the closest court to me and I respectfully request that proceedings be transferred to ??????? Court”.

Section C – Pre-action protocols

Answer YES and leave the large box blank

Section D – Case management information

What amount of the claim is in dispute?    Enter the full amount as shown on the Particulars of Claim.

Applications - Have you made any applications with this claim?   If you requested transfer of proceedings under Section B then answer YES, enter “Transfer of Proceedings” in the “What for” box, and leave the hearing date blank.  Otherwise answer NO.

Witnesses – put yourself, plus anyone else who will be a witness for you
Experts – answer NO to the top question.  Leave all other questions blank.

Track – answer Small Claims

Section E – Trial or final hearing

“How long do you estimate the trial or final hearing will take?” answer 1 hour

“Are there any days….” – if you have holidays booked or any other times that you are not available then enter YES here and then list the dates in the box underneath.

Section F – Proposed directions

“Have you attached a list?” – answer NO

Section G – Costs

Leave blank

Section H – Fee

Answer NO (the claimant pays the fee, not the defendant)

Section I – Other information

“Have you attached documents” – answer NO

Leave all other questions blank

At the end, sign and date the document.  Cross out all but “Defendant” under the signature box.  

Take a copy of the form for your records and send the original back to the court.
